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IEEE eScience Workshop: Public Access to Data and the Use of Web-Enabled Tools

Call for Papers
In recent years, e-Science and e-Research have grown considerably. The scope of their application now covers research domains from science and engineering through to the arts and humanities and the social sciences. This workshop will explore the practical, policy and legal aspects of accessing and making use of scientific knowledge and information. It will focus upon the steps that are being taken, and the steps that will need to be taken in the future, to better enable scientific and other data to be shared, disseminated, used and reused.

In this workshop, we shall discuss open access regimes that might feasibly form the basis of policy frameworks for allowing public access and use of public sector information, and allowing better access to publicly funded research. We shall also discuss the various aspects of usability and user centred-design, which have emerged from e-Science and related Web 2.0 research projects. We hope to identify ways in which e-Science tools and techniques can be developed with the aim of involving experts within the community whose skills can be drawn upon in collaborative and innovative ways.

We encourage the submission of papers related to the following themes:

* encouraging the development of policy frameworks for allowing public access to, and use of, public sector information;

* encouraging the development of policy frameworks for allowing better access to publicly funded research;

* the use of web-enabled tools to better enable the use and dissemination of scientific information and ideas;

* the use of social-networking inspired innovations to facilitate collaborative work by widely distributed participants;

* usability and user-centred design of collaborative technologies; and

* using cloud computing and linked data to connect related data or lower the barriers to linking data.

Authors are invited to submit papers with unpublished, original work of not more than 6 pages of double column text using single spaced 10 point size on 8.5 x 11 inch pages, as per IEEE 8.5 x 11 manuscript guidelines.
